TRAINING: August sees Exercises Timber Truss and Titan Clash, plus elements of 16 Air Assault
Brigade deployed on the Plain, combined with training of reserve forces. In addition there are some
activities displaced by recent operational training plus the annual influx of cadets. It will be a
comparatively quiet period on Larkhill Ranges with only non-firing activities giving a flag free three week
period from 1% to 22M August and over the Bank Holiday. Imber is busy throughout August with high
priority training.

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OPENING ROADS THROUGH IMBER RANGES
